a. Matt. 4:23-25.  Jesus is inaugurating the 

kingdom of God. 
b. Matt. 6:33.

c. It supplies direction only if Jesus really is king. 
i. They are not sentimental platitudes. 

ii. They are a frontal assault on the way 
the world lives.
